How to book

· Please telephone or email to check availability

· Fee is payable in advance on booking. Please print the following page, complete
   & post the form, with your payment. On receipt, we will confirm by email
· In addition, a separate £200 cheque will be required, on booking, as a refundable deposit. We understand that reasonable wear & tear may occur, but reserve the right to retain some, or all, of the deposit for significant damage, breakages or for additional cleaning. This will be returned within fourteen days of departure, minus any deductions necessary, which will be itemised in detail. You are responsible for any damage or loss, however caused & therefore must agree to pay all costs if damage or loss exceeds the amount of the deposit.

Terms & Conditions of hire
These terms and conditions are issued as part of your contract with us, with your safety and enjoyment in mind. We cannot accept any liability if they are not strictly adhered to. Please read and observe them.

· Arrival/departure

· Your shepherd’s huts will be available from 4pm. Please try to arrive by 6pm, so that we can show you around. Please vacate by 10am on day of departure.
· Fire safety

· Only firewood provided by us may be used, to ensure that appropriate wood is burned. No charcoal, or coal, to be burned in the woodburning stove, as this is a health risk.

· Please take great care when starting, and attending to, the fire & do not go to bed until the fire is out 

· The fire must be completely out by 11pm for health & safety reasons.

· No camp fires, (except those organized & supervised by us), are allowed, due to health, safety & fire risks. BBQs are fine, but should be extinguished by 11pm. The only fuel permitted in these is charcoal
· Please be aware that the flue will be hot when the fire is in use

· No naked flames are allowed in the huts. 

· No smoking in the huts 

· For safety reasons, the maximum number of people in the huts at any time, is two adults & we strongly advise that your dog is safely contained whist the stove is hot; either in your car, or in a crate

· For your own protection, portable cooking stoves are not allowed within Butterhut, due to the presence of the wood stove & this is why there is a separate cooking hut. Failure to adhere to this may lead to you being asked to leave. 

· Please familiarise yourselves with the campsite fire safety guidelines & equipment

· Having been advised of fire safety, please be aware that the use of the stove within the shepherd’s hut is entirely at your own risk.

· Equipment, Breakages and Losses 
· Please report any damage or breakages at the time they happen. 

· On departure, the huts should be left clean and tidy & as you found them. 

· We reserve the right to inspect before, or after, departure and charge for any broken, damaged or missing items. We also reserve the right to make an additional charge if damage exceeds the deposit amount
· Noise policy
· We operate a strict ‘quiet after 11pm’ rule throughout the farm, with no group gatherings in the barn, tents, tipi or huts.

· Visitors
· No visitors are allowed on site

· Environmental policy
· Please help us & the environment, by being mindful of the following guidelines:
· Economical use of water & electricity
· Recycling & composting
· Safe & responsible disposal of all waste

· No portable chemical toilets or generators are permitted
· Dogs
· Small & well-behaved dogs by arrangement only. Please contact us, in advance, to discuss

· There is an additional charge of £5 per dog per night

· We ask that dog owners respect the environment & do not allow dogs on the furniture, or leave them unattended in the huts at any time. Please bring doggy towels to wipe muddy feet after a fun day out!

· Please take care with your dog near the woodburner, as this gets hot!!

· The guidelines for dogs are displayed in the shower block. They need to be on leads throughout the farm, except for the dog exercise fields & are not permitted in, or around the public areas.

· Be aware that the presence of your dog in the huts is entirely at your own risk & that we can accept no liability for accident, or injury.
· Cancellation
· Any cancellation must be in writing, and the following charges will apply:




Over 8 weeks prior to arrival date - no charge except a £10 administration fee




Over 6 weeks prior to arrival date – 50% of cost of stay




Over 4 weeks prior to arrival date – 75% of cost of stay




Less than 4 weeks prior to arrival date - 100% of cost of stay

· In the event of unforeseen circumstances on our part, we reserve the right to cancel your booking at any time up to your arrival date, by either telephone or in writing. In these circumstances a full refund of all monies paid will be made
· Liability
· We cannot accept any responsibility for your possessions, or for personal injury sustained whilst staying on the campsite, or using fires & suggest that you take out suitable holiday insurance.

· Only those registered for the shepherd’s hut hire are allowed in the huts.
