How to book

· Please telephone or email to check availability

· Full fee is payable in advance on booking. Please print the following page, complete & post
   the form, with your payment. On receipt, we will confirm by email
· In addition, a separate £200 cheque will be required, on booking, as a refundable deposit. We understand that reasonable wear & tear, or weather damage, may occur, but reserve the right to retain some, or all, of the deposit for significant damage, breakages or for additional cleaning. This will be returned within fourteen days of departure, minus any deductions necessary, which will be itemised in detail. You are responsible for any damage or loss, however caused & therefore must agree to pay all costs if damage or loss exceeds the amount of the deposit. 
· When calculating numbers of people in the tipi, please include children under 3.

· Dogs by arrangement

Terms & Conditions of tipi hire
These terms and conditions are issued as part of your contract with us & are in addition to the campsite booking conditions, with your safety and enjoyment in mind. We cannot accept any liability if they are not strictly adhered to. Please read and observe them.

· Arrival/departure

· Your tipi will be available from 4pm. Please try to arrive by 6pm, so that we can show you around the tipi. Please vacate by 10am on day of departure.

· Fire safety

· A central fire pit is available within the tipi. No fires to be lit anywhere else.

· Only firewood supplied by the farm may be used, to ensure appropriate wood is burned. No charcoal, or coal to be burned as this is a health risk.

· BBQ to be used outside & should be sited at least 3 metres from the tipi, and in windy conditions, must be on the downwind side of the tipi. 

· For your own protection, portable cooking stoves, (other than the Trangia provided), are not allowed within the tipi & any gas bottles or fuel to be stored at a distance, outside. Due to the great risk involved, failure to adhere to this may lead to you being asked to leave. (Someone in Porkellis recently, nearly lost their life when using a gas camping cooker near to a fire)

· Please take great care when starting, and attending to, the fire & do not go to bed until the fire is out 

· The fire must be out by 11pm for health & safety reasons.

· No other naked flames are allowed in the tipi. All tealights must be used within the lanterns and extinguished before retiring to bed. 

· No smoking in the tipi. 

· For safety reasons, the maximum number of people in the tipi at any time is four.

· We strongly advise that if you have a fire, that your dog is safely contained; either in your car, or in a crate

· Please familiarise yourselves with the campsite fire safety guidelines & equipment

· Having been advised of fire safety, please be aware that the use of fires within the tipi are entirely at your own risk.

· Equipment, Breakages and Losses 
· Please report any damage or breakages at the time they happen. 

· An inventory of items provided for your use will be provided on arrival. 

· On departure, the tipi should be left clean and tidy & as you found it. 

· We reserve the right to inspect before departure and charge for any broken, damaged or missing items. We also reserve the right to make an additional charge if damage exceeds the deposit amount
· Dogs
· Well-behaved dogs by arrangement only. Please contact us, in advance, to discuss

· There is an additional charge of £5 per dog per night

· We ask that dog owners respect the environment & do not allow dogs on the furniture, or leave them unattended in the tipi at any time. Please bring doggy towels to wipe muddy feet after a fun day out!

· Please take care with your dog when the fire is lit & keep her/him safely contained

· The guidelines for dogs are displayed in the shower block. They need to be on leads throughout the farm, except for the dog exercise fields & are not permitted in, or around the public areas.

· Be aware that the presence of your dog in the tipi is entirely at your own risk & that we can accept no liability for accident, or injury.
· Cancellation
· Any cancellation must be in writing, and the following charges will apply:




Over 8 weeks prior to arrival date - no charge except a £10 administration fee




Over 6 weeks prior to arrival date – 50% of cost of stay




Over 4 weeks prior to arrival date – 75% of cost of stay




Less than 4 weeks prior to arrival date - 100% of cost of stay

· In the event of unforeseen circumstances on our part, we reserve the right to cancel your booking at any time up to your arrival date, by either telephone or in writing. In these circumstances a full refund of all monies paid will be made
· Inclement weather
· All bookings are taken in good faith, but unforeseen circumstances can occasionally occur. For example, adverse & severe weather conditions can make a tipi stay uncomfortable. In this situation we will contact you, up to the evening before your scheduled arrival, by telephone or email with a view to discussing available options, or alternatives. Likewise, if you have any concerns with the prevailing weather conditions you are welcome to call us. In the first instance, if we agree that conditions are, or are likely to, make your stay unpleasant or dangerous, we will try to agree a suitable alternative. 
· Liability
· We cannot accept any responsibility for your possessions, or for personal injury sustained whilst camping or using fires & suggest that you take out suitable holiday insurance.

· Only those registered for the tipi hire are allowed in the tipi. 

· Tipi living

· It is traditional to remove shoes on entering a tipi. Please bring your slippers!

· You will receive guidance about managing the tipi on arrival. Unlike a tent, a tipi is not a sealed structure & part of the romance is to lie in bed gazing at the stars. When it rains, the smoke flaps can be closed to narrow the opening & any rain runs down the poles & behind the liner, or is caught by the rain-catcher. However, in very wet conditions, some drips inside the living area may be inevitable!
